JESUS AND HIS CHURCH 

 
Jesus is coming very soon to collect his CHURCH.  Exactly what is that? 

 

Jesus’ CHURCH is that collection of human beings who truly believe in him, who in his words in John 3 are born 

of water and the Spirit.  That CHURCH is made up of those people who are in the Kingdom of God. 

 

Said another way, Jesus’ CHURCH is that group of people who have been called out of the world to a new society 

of which he is the head.  As you surely know, if you are a believer in Jesus, you are no longer a citizen of this world 

system, even though for the time being you are physically living here. 

 

Ten years ago Jesus said to me:  

  

I am coming soon. 

I am coming for my CHURCH. 

My CHURCH is not of bricks and mortar. 

My CHURCH is not choirs and fine robes. 

My CHURCH is those who have given themselves to me. 

 

And he has elaborated on that several times since.  Gradually he has focused more and more on the imminence of 

his return. 

 

Simply said, Jesus’ CHURCH is the collection of his true believers.  He knows who they are.  Obviously, it is a 

group of people unified by their true faith and belief in Jesus, unified by the Spirit.  This group of true believers all 

together is and will be the unified, glorious CHURCH. 

 

Jesus’ CHURCH is not a collection of all the dozens and hundreds of dominations and variations of that, of all the 

individual churches.  No, he reaches across all that and into all that to gather his true believers, whether they are in 

a formal church organization or not. 
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Now, in recent years and especially in recent months we have seen efforts by several religious leaders to put 

together a unified false church.   In Revelation there is a false religious leader who arises (Rev. 13).  This move by 

some to do such things as put Christianity and Islam together and call it Chrislam is just false.  The Pope’s recent 

remark that Christians and Muslims are brothers is just patently false (unless he just means they are all human 

beings).  Surely you have noticed this effort to put denominations and groups together into a unified religion.  It is a 

forced move to the one-world false church of the last days.  Hardly a glorious church. 

 

Similarly, I hope you have noticed the steady move to the one-world government of which the anti-christ will be 

the head.  The most obvious recent step was the big meeting and agreement in Paris on global warming.  Many 

government efforts in recent years have been in this direction. 

 

But Jesus’ CHURCH?  Not part of this one-world false religion or the one-world government. 

 

It is all about to happen.  What day or month?  I surely do not know and will not unless God chooses to tell me.  

But as I have written for years, so much Bible prophesy has been fulfilled, so much is happening in the secular 

realm, it can’t be long.  Jesus made the point that we could identify the times.  And we can.  It is now, this season, 

whether that season is a few months or a few years. 

 

Consider these words from Jesus in Luke 12: 
 

54 … When you see a cloud rising in the west, immediately you say, ‘It’s going to rain,’ and it 

does. 55 And when the south wind blows, you say, ‘It’s going to be hot,’ and it 
is. 56 Hypocrites! You know how to interpret the appearance of the earth and the sky. How 

is it that you don’t know how to interpret this present time?  
 

Well, we do know how.  Born again, spirit filled believers who are not deceived know how.  It is now. 

 

 

HOW CAN ANYONE THINK EVERYONE GOES TO HEAVEN? 

 
Deception is rampant in our society, and it is rampant in the words of some religious leaders just as it is in some 

political and media leaders and in some everyday folk.  Here are a few words from Jesus himself that are more than 

sufficient to destroy immediately the confused and harmful view that everyone is going to Heaven.  I’m sure you 

have encountered that comment in person or on television.  These words are clear and concise and best of all, 

directly from the Lord.  They are also I expect for some frightening to the core.    

 

From Luke 13 (NIV) 

23 Someone asked him, “Lord, are only a few people going to be saved?” 

He said to them, 24 “Make every effort to enter through the narrow door, because many, I 

tell you, will try to enter and will not be able to. 25 Once the owner of the house gets up and 

closes the door, you will stand outside knocking and pleading, ‘Sir, open the door for us.’ 
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“But he will answer, ‘I don’t know you or where you come from.’ 

26 “Then you will say, ‘We ate and drank with you, and you taught in our streets.’ 

27 “But he will reply, ‘I don’t know you or where you come from. Away from me, all you 

evildoers!’ 

28 “There will be weeping there, and gnashing of teeth, when you see Abraham, Isaac and 

Jacob and all the prophets in the kingdom of God, but you yourselves thrown out. 

 
From Matthew 7 (NIV) 
21 “Not everyone who says to me, ‘Lord, Lord,’ will enter the kingdom of heaven, but only 

the one who does the will of my Father who is in heaven.22 Many will say to me on that 

day, ‘Lord, Lord, did we not prophesy in your name and in your name drive out demons 

and in your name perform many miracles?’ 23 Then I will tell them plainly, ‘I never knew 

you. Away from me, you evildoers!’  

 
Mark 10:15 (NIV) 

Truly I tell you, anyone who will not receive the kingdom of God like a little child will never 

enter it.” 

From John 3:3 (NIV) 

…no one can see the kingdom of God unless they are born again. 

 
From John 11:25 (NIV) 

…The one who believes in me will live, even though they die; 
 
Matthew 7:14 (NIV) 
 But small is the gate and narrow the road that leads to life, and only a few find it.
